POSTWAR SOCIALISATION OF THE UKRAINIAN ECONOMY

The full-scale war in Ukraine has exacerbated a number of social problems that will need to be addressed during the
post-war reconstruction period through the socialization of the economy. Ukraine's European integration will have a
positive impact on this process. The relevance of post-war socialization of Ukraine's economy in the context of European
integration is driven by many factors related to the need to restore the country after the conflict and adapt to the standards
of the European Union. European integration is a key goal of Ukraine, and it requires serious transformations in the
country's economic, social and political life. The purpose of the article is to study the development of post-war socializa-
tion of Ukraine's economy in the context of European integration. To achieve the purpose of the article, the following
tasks were set and solved: to identify the main aspects of the post-war socialization of Ukraine's economy, to analyze the
impact of European integration on the post-war development of the social sphere. The article uses general scientific
methods of data analysis and synthesis, comparison and systematization.
